ER GWYBODAETH
Cynadleddwyr yn Pleidleisio am Newidiadau

Cafodd cynadleddwyr o bob rhan o Gymru gyfleoedd i drafod materion lleol a chenedlaethol, a hefyd rhai materion cyffrous a dadleuol yng Nghynhadledd Genedlaethol UCAC.

“Ar ôl trafodaeth fywiog, bu i’r cynadleddwyr wyrdroi’r cynnig i ddileu’r 22 AALl, ond bydd y cynigion a basiwyd yn cael eu cynnwys yn rhan o bolisïau’r undeb,” meddai Gruff Hughes, Ysgrifennydd Cyffredinol UCAC.  “Bydd UCAC yn gweithredu ar y materion hyn, a bydd y rhan fwyaf o’r ymgyrchu yn golygu rhoi pwysau ar Lywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru.”

Yn ôl Elaine Edwards, Swyddog Polisi UCAC, bydd UCAC yn annog Cynulliad Cenedlaethol Cymru: 

· i greu arweiniad priodol ac amserol i ysgolion ar newidiadau statudol a chyfrifoldebau, (e.e. dylai fod pob ysgol wedi paratoi Cynllun Cydraddoldeb i Bobl Anabl erbyn 1 Ebrill, ond hyd yn hyn, nid yw LLCC wedi paratoi arweiniad i’r ysgolion i’w galluogi i baratoi’r Cynllun hwn) 
· i adolygu fformiwla ariannu addysg er mwyn sicrhau system ariannu tecach a mwy tryloyw 
· i greu canllawiau cryf a chadarn i gefnogi ysgolion sy’n wynebu problemau a gyfyd pan fydd disgyblion yn camddefnyddio’r dechnoleg fodern, e.e. ffonau symudol 
· i greu canllawiau cenedlaethol i amddiffyn athrawon pan fydd disgyblion yn eu cyhuddo ar gam 
· i wrthwynebu datblygu Statws Athro Siartredig 
· i sicrhau fod cyllid digonol ar gael i’w buddsoddi mewn diogelwch ysgol 

“Byddwn hefyd yn galw ar AALLau i ystyried yr effaith ar yr economi lleol, cymunedau lleol a gwasanaethau lleol pan fyddant yn dyfarnu contractau cludiant (yn dilyn cynnig brys gan gynrychiolwyr o Bowys, oedd yn nodi fod contractau cludiant ysgolion wedi eu dyfarnu i gwmni rhyngwladol mawr yn lle cwmnïau lleol sydd yn cynnig gwasanaeth clodwiw),” meddai Eryl Owain, Swyddog Maes Gogledd Cymru.

Roedd cynnig brys arall yn condemnio gwastraff o arian cyhoeddus, ac yn mynegi pryderon gwirioneddol am y datblygiadau ynglŷn â deunyddiau digidol “BBC Jam” yn y Gymraeg.  Terfynwyd y gwasanaeth yn ddiweddar, ac mae’n ymddangos na fydd y deunyddiau hyn byth yn gweld golau dydd, ac mae’n debyg mai cael eu taflu i’r bin sbwriel neu eu gadael i hel llwch ar silff fydd eu tynged.

“Mae UCAC yn galw am ddefnyddio synnwyr cyffredin i arbed gwastraffu’r holl arian ac amser a fuddsoddwyd yn y deunyddiau gwerthfawr hyn, o ystyried fod prinder affwysol o ddeunyddiau cyfrwng Cymraeg o safon uchel,” meddai Dilwyn Roberts-Young, Is Ysgrifennydd Cyffredinol UCAC.

Delegates Vote for Changes

UCAC’s Annual Conference provided opportunities for delegates from all over Wales to debate local and national issues with some exciting and controversial discussions. 

“Delegates overturned the motion to abolish all 22 LEAs after a very heated discussion but those motions that were carried will now be incorporated into the union’s policies,” said Gruff Hughes, UCAC’s General Secretary.  “UCAC will now be actively engaged in campaigning on these issues and much of the campaigning will involve putting pressure on the Welsh Assembly Government.”

According to Elaine Edwards, UCAC’s Policy Officer, UCAC will urge the WAG:

· to produce proper and timely guidance for schools on statutory changes and responsibilities, (e.g. WAG has still not provided guidance to schools on preparing a Disability Equality Scheme, which every school should have produced by 1 April 2007) 
· to review the education funding formula to ensure a clearer and fairer funding system 
· to produce strong guidelines to support schools when faced with problems due to the misuse of modern technology e.g. mobile phones, by pupils 
· to produce national guidelines to protect teachers who have faced false accusations by pupils 
· to oppose the development of the Chartered Teacher Scheme 
· to provide enough funds for LEAs to invest in school safety 
“We will also be calling on LEAs to consider the effect on the local economy, local communities and local services when awarding school transport contracts (following an emergency motion by delegates from Powys, where school transport contracts have been awarded to a large international corporation instead of tried and tested local and loyal companies),” said Eryl Owain, Field Officer for North Wales.

Another emergency motion denounced the waste of public money and expressed serious concerns about the developments concerning “BBC Jam” digital Welsh medium resources.  As the service has recently been discontinued, it seems that these resources may never see the light of day and be destined for the bin or the shelf. 

“UCAC is calling for common sense to prevail so that all the money and time invested in these valuable resources does not go to waste, particularly considering the shortage of good quality Welsh medium materials,” said Dilwyn Roberts-Young, UCAC’s Deputy General Secretary.
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
