LEA motion overturned at conference

At UCAC’s Annual Conference on Saturday, 28 April, delegates threw out the motion to abolish all 22 of Wales’ Local authorities.  Following a heated debate the motion was overturned by a vast majority.

Gruff Hughes, UCAC’s General Secretary said, “It was an exciting debate on an interesting and controversial motion, but I feel that the members have come to the right decision.  There is certainly a need to look at ways of improving the support available to schools from LEAs and the transparency of education funding.  As a union, however, we have always opposed an education system that is centrally based.  On Saturday our members reaffirmed this principle.”

UCAC members from all over Wales expressed the need for the LEA system which provides local services, for local people, with local accountability. 
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
