Mae gan Undeb Cenedlaethol Athrawon Cymru (UCAC) bryderon difrifol am y Mesur Dysgu a Sgiliau sydd ar ei hynt drwy’r Cynulliad ar hyn o bryd.

Bwriad y Mesur yw ehangu’r nifer a’r math o gyrsiau sydd ar gael i ddysgwyr 14-19 oed, gan gynnwys rhagor o gyrsiau galwedigaethol. Ond nid yw’r Mesur yn sicrhau darpariaeth cyfrwng Cymraeg.

Yn ôl Elaine Edwards, Ysgrifennydd Cyffredinol UCAC “Mae peryg gwirioneddol y gall y Mesur danseilio addysg cyfrwng Cymraeg. Heb sicrhau darpariaeth cyfrwng Cymraeg, byddem yn debyg o weld disgyblion o 14 oed ymlaen yn cael eu denu i’r sector cyfrwng Saesneg am fod dewis ehangach a fwy apelgar o gyrsiau. Byddai hynny’n gwneud niwed di-droi’n-ôl i addysg cyfrwng Cymraeg.”
Mae UCAC yn galw ar Lywodraeth y Cynulliad i wneud gwelliant i’r Mesur a fydd yn sicrhau darpariaeth cyfrwng Cymraeg. Mae’r pwyllgor sy’n ystyried gwelliannau yn cyfarfod dydd Mercher 21 Ionawr.

Learning and Skills Measure – threat to Welsh medium education
Undeb Cenedlaethol Athrawon Cymru (UCAC) have today expressed deep concern about the Learning and Skills Measure currently passing through the National Assembly.

The Measure seeks to extend the options available to 14-19 year olds, including an expansion in vocational courses. However, the Measure does not guarantee Welsh-medium provision.

Elaine Edwards, UCAC General Secretary said “This Measure could seriously undermine Welsh-medium education. If it does not guarantee Welsh-medium provision, we are likely to see students, from age 14 onwards, drifting towrards the English-medium sector due to the broader and more exciting range of options. That would do irreversable damage to Welsh-medium education.”

UCAC is calling on the Welsh Assembly Government to amend the Measure in order to guarantee Welsh-language provision. The committee that considers amendments will meet on Wednesday 21 January.
