UCAC Warns of Dangers to Post-14 Education
Tomorrow, 29 April, UCAC teaching union will appear before the National Assembly’s Enterprise and Learning Committee to give evidence about post-14 education.

Elaine Edwards, UCAC’s General Secretary, will warn of dangers to staff and to Welsh-medium education.

“UCAC has grave concerns about the effect of the ‘Transformation’ plans on jobs, and calls on the Assembly Government to do all it can to avoid compulsory redundancies.”
“We need to ensure redeployment opportunities for all staff members whose jobs are under threat. Opportunities to retrain will be crucial,” she said.
On Welsh-medium education, Elaine Edwards will tell the Committee:

“The basic principle is that Welsh-medium institutions are best placed to provide Welsh-medium education – they provide the best environment for developing bilingualism in our young people, alongside other skills.”
“We are absolutely clear that where Welsh-medium institutions already exist, they should not be shut down in favour of a model where students follow a few Welsh-medium courses in a ‘bilingual’ institution.”
“It is crucial that the Assembly Government recognises this in order to prevent plans, such as that proposed by Rhondda Cynon Taff, which would remove post-16 education wholesale from Welsh-medium institutions.”
