“Ein dyletswydd ni fel undeb yw cefnogi athrawon a darlithwyr; ymladd dros eu buddiannau; brwydro i wella eu hamodau gwaith - ymateb yn gadarn, hyd yn oed yn ffyrnig, os oes anghyfiawnder iddynt. Yn ychwanegol at hyn, mae ein dyletswydd ni i’r iaith Gymraeg yn glir - rhaid gwthio i sicrhau statws teilwng i’r iaith ym mhob agwedd o fywyd, ac yn enwedig mewn addysg.”

UCAC’s New President sworn in
Linden Evans, an English teacher at Ysgol Gyfun Gŵyr in Swansea, is UCAC teaching union’s new President.
Originally from Glanaman, Linden Evans is an experienced teacher and trade unionist. He spent 9 years teaching English at Ysgol Gyfun Ystalyfera before moving to Ysgol Gyfun Gŵyr, where he is Head of Year and Deputy Head of the English Department.

At UCAC’s Annual Conference, where he was sworn in as President, he said:

“Schools in England are better funded than school in Wales, by about £529 per pupil. On top of this, we are expecting painful cuts over the next few years from both the Assembly Government and the Local Authorities. Our priority as a union is to press the Government to ensure that children in Wales are not at a disadvantage compared to children in England, and that schools are adequately funded so that not only can they maintain standards, but they can continue to improve.”

“Our duty as a union is to support teachers and lecturers - to fight for their rights, and to improve their working conditions. Wherever teachers or lecturers are treated unfairly, we must respond with vigour. In addition, we have a particular responsibility towards the Welsh language – we must fight to secure its status in every aspect of our lives, and particularly in education.”
“As President for the year to come, I will do all I can to fight for teachers and lecturers, for our young people’s education and for the Welsh language.”

Linden Evans is also one of the co-founders of Dyffryn Aman Male Voice Choir, and enjoys music of all sorts, particularly hard rock.
