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TO INSPECT OR NOT TO INSPECT?
At UCAC’s National Conference this week, teachers will debate a motion calling on Estyn and the Welsh Assembly Government, to create a mechanism to ensure that schools earmarked for possible closure do not face an Inspection.
“Inspecting a school when the process of closure has begun, or is about to begin, does not make sense.  It is completely unproductive to inflict the cost and strain of inspection on staff who are facing the likelihood of school closure and job losses” according to Elaine Edwards, UCAC’s General Secretary.
“Teachers want a common sense approach to school Inspection – and what is there to gain by Inspecting a school earmarked for closure?” said Rebecca Williams, UCAC’s Policy Officer. “If the motion is passed, UCAC will be calling on the Welsh Assembly Government and Estyn to ensure that such schools do not have to face an Inspection.”
