Rheolau cyflenwi’n amhosibl eu gweithredu
Bydd Cynhadledd Flynyddol UCAC eleni yn clywed sut y bydd y rheol ‘cyflenwi’n anaml’ (‘rarely cover’) yn bygwth swyddi os na fydd mwy o gyllid ar gael i ariannu’r elfen hon o Gytundeb Llwyth Gwaith Athrawon. Bydd Adran Penaethiaid a Dirprwyon UCAC yn cyflwyno cynnig i alw ar Lywodraeth y Cynulliad, Awdurdodau Addysg Lleol a’r Adran Plant, Ysgolion a Theuluoedd yn Llundain i sicrhau bod arian ychwanegol ar gael i weithredu’r gofynion newydd.
“Bydd ysgolion yn torri’r gyfraith os nad ydynt yn sicrhau eu bod yn gweithredu’r gofynion yn gywir. Mae costau cyflenwi ysgol uwchradd â 600 o ddisgyblion yn cyrraedd £40,000 ac yn debygol o ddyblu o dan y drefn newydd; bydd y gost yn uwch ar gyfer ysgolion mwy o faint.  Mae yna berygl real iawn o ddiswyddiadau, os na fydd arian ychwanegol ar gael i ysgolion”, medd Elaine Edwards, Ysgrifennydd Cyffredinol UCAC.

“Mae’n eironig bod datblygiad oedd i fod i leihau llwyth gwaith yn mynd i arwain at ddiswyddiadau, ac, yn anuniongyrchol, at fwy o lwyth gwaith i’r athrawon fydd yn dal i fod yn yr ysgol,” medd Eryl Owain, Swyddog Maes y Gogledd. “Gallai’r problemau ariannu hyn, hefyd, arwain at leihad mewn cyfleoedd allgyrsiol ac ymweliadau i ddisgyblion ysgol”.

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‘Rarely cover’ rule will cripple schools
UCAC’s National Conference later this week will hear how the ‘rarely cover’ rule to be introduced in September 2009 will threaten jobs unless more money is found to fund this element of the workload agreement.
UCAC’s Head Teachers and Deputies Department will propose a motion calling on the Welsh Assembly Government, Local Education Authorities and the Department for Children Schools and Families in London, to ensure that sufficient extra funding is available to fulfil the demands of the new requirement.

“Schools will be breaking the law unless they comply with the new requirements. The supply cover bill for a school of approximately 600 pupils can be in the region of £40,000 and is likely to double under the new arrangements. Larger schools may face considerably higher bills. There is, therefore, a very real danger of job losses unless new money is found,” said Elaine Edwards, UCAC’s General Secretary.

“It is ironic that a development originally meant to reduce workload will lead to job losses and, indirectly, to an increased workload for those remaining at the school,” said Eryl Owain, UCAC’s Field Officer for North Wales. “This could also affect opportunities for extracurricular activities and visits.”

· UCAC’s national Conference will take place 24– 25 April at the Metropole Hotel, Llandrindod Wells
· UCAC has 5000 members; they are teachers, head teachers and lecturers
· UCAC is the only teachers’ union with its headquarters in Wales and which works through the medium of Welsh.
· The Workload Agreement introduced a requirement to reduce the burden of cover for school teachers during the absence of colleagues. There should have been a year on year reduction and the ‘rarely cover’ rule will now apply from September 2009. From now on, teachers should only rarely cover for absent colleagues.
